CALL TO ORDER.  President, Edwin Brien, called the special meeting to order at 9:00 A.M. in the meeting room at the District Headquarters, 2990 County Road F South, Delavan, Wisconsin.

DECLARATION OF A QUORUM.  President Brien declared a quorum present for doing business.
COMMENTS & SUGGESTIONS OF CITIZENS PRESENT. No citizens were present.
WALWORTH COUNTY ZONING AND ACCESS EASEMENTS.  Commissioner Pelletier met with Michael Cotter and Deb Grube from Walworth County Zoning to discuss their interpretation of access easements and the County’s requirement for setbacks.  The County recently changed its’ policy on access easements to allow them to be narrower than 50 feet and lowered the required setbacks from the easements to 10 feet.  Previous policy required 50 foot wide easements with 25 foot setbacks as these easements generally functioned as private roads.  County officials want all access easements and the required setbacks to be large enough to accommodate emergency vehicles.  Based on the County’s enforcement of access easement regulations, the District is less likely to secure any additional easements that would allow access to our lakefront mainline.  We will concentrate on communication our encroachment policy and working with property owners to remove or modify encroachments on current easements as soon as possible.  We will also require all property owners to make our manholes accessible to staff.  Administrator Swaine will prepare a list of areas of our lake front system that are currently least accessible for the commissioners to review at the March regular meeting.
ADMINISTRATIVE ISSUES.  Administrator Swaine informed the commissioners that she would be presenting a contract from R.A. Smith National for general engineering services at the regular February meeting.  There will also be discussion of various legal issues as they relate to our enforcement of inflow reduction.  Commissioner Pelletier requested copies of all legal bills received be included in each months packet so the commissioners can get a better understanding of what our legal budget is spent on.  The February meeting will also include action regarding commissioner reimbursement for attendance at meetings other than noticed District meetings.
OPERATIONS ISSUES.  Administrator Swaine will be presenting a proposal from Wanasek to replace deteriorated piping at Lift Stations 1 and 2.  There will also be a proposal from R.A. Smith National for the upgrade of Lift Station 3.  Administrator Swaine will also present a proposal to send letters to select homeowners in the Inlet regarding sump pump disconnections.  She will have a proposal from Ruekert Mielke to assist us with this project.  Other operations issues for the regular February meeting include a proposal from Ruekert Mielke to prepare our construction standards and specifications, an invoice from Baxter & Woodman for extra work at Lift Station 3A, and Miron Construction final payment request for the upgrade at Lift Station 3A.   
DEVELOPMENT ISSUES.  Treasurer Wisniewski briefly discussed a recent telephone call regarding the property south of Bailey Road.  The caller wanted to know how they would go about getting this property brought into the District.  The commissioners agreed that the property owner would first have to talk to the Town of Delavan and Walworth County about the current land use plan before they would even consider a request for annexation.
LAKE AND WATERSHED ISSUES.  Administrator Swaine will discuss USGS and related issues at the regular February meeting.  She will also provide the commissioners with an update on the WIN 2030 project with Kettle Moraine Land Trust.
REQUESTS FROM THE PUBLIC FOR AGENDA ITEMS.  There were no requests.
ADJOURNMENT.   There being no further business to discuss, Commissioner Pelletier made a motion to adjourn and Commissioner Buckles seconded the motion which carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 10:25 a.m.
