PLANNING SESSION MEETING

July 7, 2010
9:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER.  President, Edwin Brien, called the planning session meeting to order at 9:00 A.M. in the meeting room at the District Headquarters, 2990 County Road F South, Delavan, Wisconsin.

DECLARATION OF A QUORUM.  President Brien declared a quorum present for doing business.
COMMENTS & SUGGESTIONS OF CITIZENS PRESENT. No citizens were present.
EMERGENCY MANHOLE REPAIRS IN AREAS 6 AND 9.  Administrator Swaine explained that Ray Seitz has been on vacation so we were unable to prepare final numbers regarding the cost of this work.  She also explained that we are finding more problem manholes as we pressure wash them.  She will have a detailed explanation of the required repairs and the cost for the commissioners to review at the regular meeting on the 20th.
WISWARN MUTUAL AID AND ASSISTANCE AGREEMENT.  Treasurer Wisniewski explained that this was a program that she had enrolled the District in quite some time ago.  The group is finally setting up the required documentation and establishing a website for members to use to exchange information and request assistance.  The actual agreement has been forwarded to legal counsel for their review, but we have not received a reply as of yet.  Commissioner Pelletier questioned how insurance coverage for both staff and equipment would be handled in the event they were sent to another jurisdiction to assist in an emergency situation.  Treasurer Wisniewski is to make sure that appropriate coverage will be available.  President Brien made a motion to authorize execution of the WisWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Agreement subject to legal review and verification of insurance coverage.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Pelletier and carried unanimously.
DISTRICT ADMINISTRATION ISSUES.  Administrator Swaine has had numerous conversations with Dave Patzelt from ShoDeen regarding establishing a water utility district.  Mr. Patzelt will appear at the regular meeting on the 20th to discuss this issue further.  Treasurer Wisniewski has requested proposals from the three banks we normally work with regarding the certificate of deposit that matures on July 22nd.  The proposals for reinvesting this money will also be on the agenda.
OPERATIONS ISSUES.  Administrator Swaine will include details about recent work on the various access projects in her monthly report.  We will also have an agenda item regarding these access projects so the commissioners may discuss them in more detail.  It is expected that this will include a discussion regarding access options for lift station 8.
DEVELOPMENT ISSUES.  Administrator Swaine will prepare a draft response to the Town of Delavan’s request to the District regarding storm water management in the proposed ShoDeen development.  The commissioners will be able to review and comment on this draft at the regular meeting.
LAKE AND WATERSHED ISSUES.  Maggie from Kettle Moraine Land Trust is working with area farmers to get the necessary participation for the MRBI grant that KMLT received.  Commissioner Pelletier requested a more complete understanding of how the funding for this grant is managed and who actually gets the funds.  Maggie will be at the August planning meeting to update the commissioners on all the projects she is involved in.  Administrator Swaine will also provide the commissioners with a report on the activities of the Town Lake Committee at the regular August meeting.
OTHER ITEMS FOR AGENDA CONSIDERATION.  There were no suggestions.
REQUESTS FROM THE PUBLIC FOR AGENDA ITEMS.  No members of the public were present.
RESIGNATION OF COMMISSIONER BUCKLES.  Commissioner Buckles will be moving out of the District on July 8, 2010.  Since he will no longer be a district resident, he will be tendering his official resignation from the DLSD Commission to the Town of Delavan.  President Brien and Commissioner Pelletier expressed their disappointment with this development and wished Commissioner Buckles the best in his future endeavors.  
FORMAL RECOMMENDATION TO TOWN OF DELAVAN REGARDING COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS.  President Brien expressed his interest in having Barb Smith appointed to the commission.  Commissioner Pelletier also thinks the Town should consider Don Deischel.  Treasurer Wisniewski will prepare a formal recommendation letter for the commissioners to review at the regular meeting before it is sent to the Town of Delavan
ADJOURNMENT.   There being no further business to discuss, President Brien made a motion to adjourn and Commissioner Pelletier seconded the motion which carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 9:45 a.m.  The next regular meeting of the commissioners will be on July 20th.  A planning meeting will be held on August 5th.
