PLANNING SESSION AND SPECIAL CLOSED SESSION MEETING

May 10, 2010
9:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER.  President, Edwin Brien, called the special meeting to order at 9:00 A.M. in the meeting room at the District Headquarters, 2990 County Road F South, Delavan, Wisconsin.

DECLARATION OF A QUORUM.  President Brien declared a quorum present for doing business.
COMMENTS & SUGGESTIONS OF CITIZENS PRESENT. No citizens were present.
FINAL PAYMENT TO MIRON CONSTRUCTION FOR LIFT STATION 3A.  Administrator Swaine informed the commissioners that Miron Construction has completed the remaining punchlist items for the wet well rebuild at lift station 3A.  She recommended that final payment be made to the contractor.  President Brien made a motion authorizing payment of the remaining $5,000 to Miron Construction for the wet well rebuild at lift station 3A.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Buckles and carried unanimously.
STORMWATER MANAGEMENT OPTIONS.  Administrator Swaine distributed a memo from Attorney Riffle regarding stormwater management options and some suggested wording for any agreements.  Since the commissioners have not had time to review the memo, she suggested that this item be tabled until the regular monthly meeting.  Commissioner Buckles made a motion to table discussion and possible action regarding stormwater management options until May 18, 2010.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Pelletier and passed unanimously.  Commissioner Pelletier asked if we had contacted BT² to look at the ShoDeen proposal.  Administrator Swaine said she had a tentative price of no more than $2,500 for this review.  The cost would be reimbursed to the district by ShoDeen.  A proposal for this review will also be discussed at the May 18th meeting.
DISTRICT ADMINISTRATION ISSUES.  Treasurer Wisniewski informed the commissioners that a representative from M &  I Bank would like to meet with them to discuss investment options and strategies.  The commissioners decided to hold this discussion during their regular June meeting.  Treasurer Wisniewski also mentioned a property owner request to have late charges removed because the tenant did not pay the bill.  Since these situations have been addressed many times in the past, the commissioners see no reason to discuss it further.
OPERATIONS ISSUES.  Administrator Swaine will include details about recent maintenance projects in her monthly report.  We anticipate starting the cleaning and televising of the lake front line in area 12 on May 17th.
DEVELOPMENT ISSUES.  There are no issues relating to proposed or existing developments that need to be discussed.  The developers for Windward Hills know what needs to be done by their engineer and/or surveyor before we can accept their system and record the easements.
LAKE AND WATERSHED ISSUES.  Administrator Swaine asked the commissioners if they wanted monthly reports from Kettle Moraine Land Trust or if they were more interested in goal orientated reports.  It was decided that reports on progress made toward goals was more appropriate.  Maggie from KMLT will be working with Gail to coordinate our presentations at the DLIA State of the Lake meeting on May 29th.  Maggie will also provide a draft of her work plan as soon as possible so it can be discussed during the June planning meeting. 
OTHER ITEMS FOR AGENDA CONSIDERATION.  There were no suggestions.
REQUESTS FROM THE PUBLIC FOR AGENDA ITEMS.  No members of the public were present.
CLOSED SESSION.  President Brien made a motion to convene in closed session for the purpose of conferring with legal counsel for the governmental body who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to litigation it is or is likely to become involved pursuant to section 19.85(1)(g), Wisconsin Statutes.  Specifically to be discussed are District easements and access to the lake front sewer system.  The commission may reconvene into Open Session for purposes of potential additional discussion and/or action on matters discussed in the closed session, and adjournment.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Pelletier and a roll call vote resulted in unanimous approval. 
RECONVENE IN OPEN SESSION.  President Brien made a motion to reconvene in open session.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Buckles and carried unanimously.

CLOSED SESSION MATTERS.  There was no action taken on any closed session matters.
ENGAGEMENT PROPOSAL FROM REINHART BOERNER VAN DEUREN S.C.  Attorney Simpson briefly outlined the proposal he had given Administrator Swaine regarding use of his firm as supplemental legal counsel.  President Brien made a motion authorizing Administrator Swaine to execute the engagement proposal from Reinhart Boerner Van Dueren S.C.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Buckles and passed unanimously.
ADJOURNMENT.   There being no further business to discuss, President Brien made a motion to adjourn and Commissioner Pelletier seconded the motion which carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 10:40 a.m.
