REGULAR COMMISSION MEETING

May 18, 2010
9:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER.  President, Edwin Brien, called the regular meeting to order at 9:00 A.M. in the meeting room at the District Headquarters, 2990 County Road F South, Delavan, Wisconsin.

DECLARATION OF A QUORUM.  President Brien declared a quorum present for doing business.

DEVIATE FROM POSTED AGENDA.  President Brien made a motion to deviate from the posted agenda and move to item 9 – Discussion/possible action regarding stormwater management options.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Pelletier and passed unanimously.

STORMWATER MANAGEMENT OPTIONS.  Administrator Swaine explained that John Olson, Town of Delavan administrator, had originally planned on bringing a letter to the commissioners regarding DLSD assistance with stormwater management in the proposed Shodeen development by the Inlet.  The town has decided not to pursue this issue at this time.  The proposed development will go through the plan commission approval process first.


Administrator Swaine also reviewed the memo that Attorney Riffle had prepared regarding stormwater management options.  There is a wide range of possible ways we could be involved in stormwater management.  The commissioners will deal with this issue once we hear from the Town regarding the role that they would like DLSD to play.

Dave Patzelt from Shodeen appeared to discuss the stormwater management proposal for the Shores of Delavan Lake development.  The stormwater system could either be managed by a homeowners association, the Town of Delavan or DLSD.  His past experience indicates that the homeowners association is the least desirable of the three options.  Since the Town of Delavan has requested Shodeen’s assistance with the drainage problem in the Inlet, Dave would like his stormwater management plan reviewed by BT² to assure all parties that it will help alleviate the problem.  Administrator Swaine has received a not to exceed $2,600 price from BT² for this review.  President Brien made a motion to authorize the review of the Shodeen stormwater management plan by BT² at a price not to exceed $2,600.  The cost would be reimbursed to the District by Shodeen if the proposed development is approved by the Town of Delavan and Walworth County.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Pelletier and carried unanimously.


Dave indicated that they hope to have their conditional use approved for the development in the next few months.  They would like to begin grading by the end of the summer, but it is more realistic that the work would start in the spring of 2011.

CONTINUE WITH PRINTED AGENDA.  President Brien made a motion to return to the printed agenda.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Pelletier and passed unanimously. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES.  Commissioner Buckles made a motion to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of April 20, 2010 and the special meeting of May 10, 2010.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Pelletier and carried unanimously. 
COMMENTS & SUGGESTIONS OF CITIZENS PRESENT. There were no comments from the citizens present.
FINANCIAL.  Commissioner Pelletier made a motion to allow payment of the bills represented by check numbers 20689 through 20741.  Commissioner Buckles seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Commissioner Pelletier made a motion to approve the Allocation of Funds report for the period ending May 18, 2010.  The motion was seconded by President Brien and carried unanimously.
Treasurer Wisniewski briefly reviewed the financial statements for the period ending April 30, 2010.  President Brien made a motion to accept the financial statements for the period ended April 30, 2010.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Pelletier and passed unanimously.
ADMINISTRATOR’S MONTHLY REPORT.  Administrator Swaine asked if there were any questions on the report that she had provided to the commissioners.  Commissioner Pelletier questioned the effectiveness of our efforts to reduce inflow and infiltration based on the graph that shows rainfall matched to daily flow for the month of April.  Administrator Swaine explained that we still had much work to do, but we have successfully reduced our average flows and our monthly charges from WalCoMet.

  
Sewer system operations for April showed a total of 3,082 customers.  Daily wastewater flows averaged 653,123 gallons.  Staff responded to 68 Digger’s Hotline requests and 2 after hour call outs occurred. 


Collection system maintenance and repair work continues.  The portable flow meters are being moved to different locations to monitor the various sub basin flows.  We should be able to prepare a graph of our results by the regular June meeting.  The anodes for cathodic protection will be installed at lift station 8 in the next few weeks.  We have also finished cleaning and televising the main line in area 10 by Inlet Shores Drive.  This line had not been cleaned since the original construction and showed substantial buildup of debris.  Cleaning and televising of the lakefront main line in Area 12 began this week and should be completed by the end of next week.

Lake operations report for the month of April included the following information:  there were two runoff events during the month; precipitation was 2.89 inches or .73 inches below normal; and the lake level averaged 927.97 feet or 3/4 of an inch above normal.  


President Brien made a motion to accept the Administrator’s Report for April as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Pelletier and carried unanimously.
CLEANING AND TELEVISING 24” INTERCEPTOR BETWEEN COUNTY ROAD O AND TK LANE.  Administrator Swaine reviewed the proposal from Great Lakes TV Seal to clean the 24” interceptor between County Road O and TK lane.  Staff has recommended added $1,700 to the original bid to cover additional anticipated costs from excess debris in the line.  Commissioner Buckles made a motion to approve the cleaning and televising of the 24” interceptor between County Road O and TK Lane by Great Lakes TV Seal at a price not to exceed $7,000.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Pelletier and passed unanimously.
OTHER BUSINESS.  There was no other business to discuss.  The next planning meeting of the commission will be held on June 10, 2010 and the next regular meeting will be held on June 15, 2010.
ADJOURNMENT.   There being no further business to discuss, President Brien made a motion to adjourn and Commissioner Buckles seconded the motion which carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 9:45 a.m.
